Application Requirements

1. Letter of Documentation, which could include a psycho educational or neuropsychological
evaluation; copy of 504 or IEP or formal school learning/accommodation profile; or letter from a
healthcare provider or school learning specialist.

2. Application Form, including short answer responses and signed certification statements
[included].

3. Letter of Recommendation from an adult who is not a family member, including a school counselor,
teacher, mentor, supervisor, religious leader, or other person familiar with your community
engagement [form included]. A maximum of one recommendation letter will be accepted and
considered.

The completed application, including letter of documentation, application form, and letter of

recommendation, must be received by close of business on March 21, 2025. Please ensure that all required
